 Village of Tolono Board of Trustees 
Regular Meeting 

April 7, 2026 
 

The Village of Tolono Board of Trustees (“Board”) met on April 7, 2026 in the Police 
Station, located at 205 E. Main St., Tolono, IL.  Village President Terrence Stuber called 
the meeting to order at 6:30pm.  Roll call found the following trustees present Mark Adair, 
Craig Goad, Dan Grady, Jared Robbins, and Tom Swigart.  Also present was Clerk Brandy 
Dalton. 
 
All stood for the Pledge of Allegiance.  President Stuber gave the invocation. 
 
PUBLIC COMMENTS 
Lorrie Eckstein discussed her issues with the food truck ordinance and the fact that the 
Village wouldn’t give her special treatment since Holdn-A-Cone is in a semi-permanent 
spot.  She would like to be able to stay open until 10pm during the week because of 
baseball games letting out late at the park.  She also doesn’t feel she should have to pay 
for a special food truck permit during Fun Days to be at her building.  The Board will 
discuss the food truck ordinance at the next meeting. 
 
REPORTS 
Engineering – Larry Johnson said budget numbers were given to John for the 2026 MFT 
Program, and we need to decide if we are going to do work this year or wait until next year.  
The IEPA sent the NPDES storm sewer permit acceptance letter, and he needs to get a 
copy of it.  He discussed the engineering proposal for the downtown plaza project. 
Public Works – The Board discussed that the Public Works is getting behind on burning. 
Office – Clerk Dalton said the FOIA requests from Chambana Sun have started again.  
She is still waiting on the budget from IT and the Police Department. 
Retail Strategies – Trustee Robbins said the call summary from the Core Team meeting 
will make it to the Teams folder.  It was a very good call where we spoke to the Director 
from Romulus, MI on how they did their downtown revitalization and plaza.  President 
Stuber said that we can look at Tuscola as a comparison.

Clerk Dalton read the items to be voted on:  A. minutes of the March 24, 2026 regular 
session board meeting; B. minutes of the March 24, 2026 executive session board 
meeting; C. minutes of the April 2, 2026 special board meeting; D. bills/warrants as 
presented; E. March 27, 2026 payroll; F. budget vs actual report; G. February 2026 
Treasurer’s Report. 
 
Motion by Robbins, second by Adair to approve the Consent Agenda.  Roll call:  Adair, 
aye; Goad, aye; Grady, aye; Robbins, aye; Swigart, aye.  Motion passed. 
 
OLD BUSINESS 
Motion by Swigart, second by Adair to approve the Fehr Graham engineering agreement 
for the downtown plaza in the amount of $25,000.  Roll call:  Adair, aye; Goad, aye; Grady, 
aye; Robbins, aye; Swigart, aye.  Motion passed. 
 



The Board discussed the ICC Codes.  It was discussed that we should create an adopting 
ordinance specific to Tolono for vacant structures.  Trustee Swigart said that that Trustee 
Grady owes Del Boyle an apology for his email.  Jeanene Edmison asked if Village Board 
members should be coming to the Planning & Zoning Board meetings and telling them 
how to vote.  She also said that Trustee Grady should come to the Planning & Zoning 
Board meeting and apologize for his email.   
 
There was a discussion about the sponsorship for Rocket Brew.  The email response from 
the Principal regarding coming to a meeting to explain the program indicated that they 
have enough sponsorships. 
 
NEW BUSINESS 
President Stuber stated that he would like to appoint Sean Manuel to the vacant Board 
seat.  Motion by Swigart, second by Adair to appoint Sean Manuel to the seat.  Roll call:  
Adair, aye; Goad, abstain; Grady, nay; Robbins, nay; Swigart, aye.  Due to a tie vote, 
President Stuber voted aye. Motion passed, and Seal Manuel was sworn in and seated. 
 
Motion by Robbins, second by Goad to approve the TIF application for Madeline Wilson 
Photography in the amount of $9,800 for tuck pointing.  Roll call:  Adair, aye; Goad, aye; 
Grady, aye; Robbins, aye; Swigart, aye.  Motion passed. 
 
Motion by Manuel, second by Adair to approve Ordinance 2026-O-10, approving the 
change to the November 3, 2026 meeting date.  Roll call:  Adair, aye; Goad, aye; Grady, 
aye; Robbins, aye; Swigart, aye.  Motion passed. 
 
The Board discussed the vacation of a Village easement behind the property at 213 W 
Austin St to the new owners of that property.  All were in favor.  Marc Miller will write up the 
ordinance for approval at a future meeting. 
 
BOARD MEMBER COMMENTS 
Trustee Goad welcomed Trustee Manuel to the Board and told him to dig deep and get 
involved.   
 
Trustee Robbins said that we need to make a form for the Police Department to fill out and 
hand to parents of kids that violate the Parent Responsibility Ordinance. 
 
Trustee Grady said that Smoke & Shine needs gravel in the parking area between the road 
and the building .  When it rains heavily they have water coming into the building and that 
is our easement. 
 
Trustee Adair welcomed Trustee Manuel to the Board. 
 
Trustee Swigart said that we need to take care of the nuisance properties. 
 
Motion by Grady, second by Adair to adjourn the meeting at 9:51pm.  Motion passed via 
voice vote.

THIS REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT is entered into this 21st day of April, 2026, 

by and between the Village of Tolono, Champaign County, Illinois (the “Village”), an Illinois 
Municipal Corporation, and Madeline Wilson (the “Developer”). 
 

PREAMBLE 
 

WHEREAS, the Village has the authority to promote the health, safety and welfare of the 
Village and its citizens, and to prevent the spread of blight and deterioration and inadequate public 
facilities, including sanitary sewer, by promoting the development of private investment in the 
marketability of property thereby increasing the tax base of the Village and providing employment for 
its citizens; and 
 

WHEREAS, pursuant to 65 ILCS 5/8-1-2.5, the Village may appropriate and expend funds 
for economic development purposes, including without limitation, the making of grants for 
commercial enterprises that are deemed necessary or desirable for the promotion of economic 
development within the community; and 
 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act, 65 ILCS 5/11-
74.4 et. seq., as amended (the “Act”), the Village has the authority to provide incentives to owners or 
prospective owners of real property to redevelop, rehabilitate and/or upgrade such property by 
reimbursing the owner for certain redevelopment project costs from resulting increases in real estate 
tax revenues (“real estate tax increment”) or from other Village revenues; and 
 

WHEREAS, on June 4, 2002, recognizing the need to foster the development, expansion and 
revitalization of certain properties which are vacant, underutilized or undeveloped, the Village adopted 
Tax Increment Financing under the Act, approved a Redevelopment Plan and designated a 
Redevelopment Area for Tolono TIF District I (hereinafter referred to as the “TIF District”); and 

 
WHEREAS, one such property owned by the Developer is located at 401 E Main Street, 

Tolono, Illinois (PIN# 29-26-26-438-015) (the “Property”) which is located within the TIF District; 
and 
 

WHEREAS, the Developer is proceeding with plans to renovate and rehabilitate the 
commercial building for continued commercial use (the “Project”); and 
 

WHEREAS, the Developer is proceeding with the Project and is doing so based on the 
availability of TIF incentives offered by the Village; and 
 

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the Village to encourage economic development which will 
increase the real estate tax revenue of the Village, which increased incremental taxes will be used, in 
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part, to finance incentives to assist redevelopment within the TIF District and other contiguous 
redevelopment project areas; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Developer’s proposed Project is consistent with the TIF District 

Redevelopment Plan and Projects for the Redevelopment Project Area as amended and further 
conforms to the land uses of the Village as adopted; and 
 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 5/11-74.4-4(b) of the Act, the Village may make and enter 
into all contracts with property owners, developers, tenants, overlapping taxing bodies, and others 
necessary or incidental to the implementation and furtherance of the Redevelopment Plan; and 
 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 5/11-74.4-4(j) of the Act, the Village may incur project 
redevelopment costs and reimburse developers who incur redevelopment project costs (hereinafter 
referred to as “TIF Eligible Project Costs” or “redevelopment project costs”) authorized by a 
redevelopment agreement and further defined in Section 5/11-74.4-3(q) of the Act, including those 
Estimated TIF Eligible Project Costs included in this Redevelopment Agreement; and  
 

WHEREAS, the Developer requested that incentives for the development be provided by 
the Village from incremental increases in real estate taxes of the Village and the Village agreed to such 
incentives; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Village has determined that this Project required the incentives requested as 
set forth herein and that said Project will, as a part of the Redevelopment Plan as amended, promote 
the health, safety and welfare of the Village and its citizens by attracting private investment to prevent 
blight and deterioration and to generally enhance the economy of the Village; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Village has reviewed the conditions of the Property and has reason to believe 
that the costs of the necessary public and private improvements to be incurred by the Developer in 
furtherance of the Project are eligible project costs under the Act and are consistent with the 
Redevelopment Plan; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Parties have agreed that the Village shall reimburse the Developer for its 
renovation costs for the project, up to a total amount not to exceed Nine Thousand Eight Hundred 
Dollars ($9,800.00) pursuant to the terms set forth below, from the TIF District Special Tax 
Allocation Fund for reimbursement of renovation costs, which are TIF Eligible Project Costs under 
the Act; and  
 

WHEREAS, the Village is entering into this Agreement having encouraged and induced the 
Developer to proceed with the Project located on said Property. 
 

AGREEMENTS 
 

NOW THEREFORE, the Parties, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which 
is acknowledged, agree as follows:

A. PRELIMINARY STATEMENTS 
 

1. The Parties agree that the matters set forth in the recitals above are true and correct and form 
a part of this Agreement. 
 

2. Any terms which are not defined in this Agreement shall have the same meaning as they do in 
the Act, unless indicated to the contrary. 

 
3. The Developer shall remain in compliance with all municipal ordinances relating to property 

development, property condition, zoning, subdivision and building codes.  Failure to cure the 
violation of any such ordinance within thirty (30) days upon being provided written notice of 
the same by the Village shall be cause for the Village to declare the Developer in Default and 
unilaterally terminate this Agreement, except where such failure is not reasonably susceptible 
to cure within such 30-day period, in which case the Developer shall have such additional time 
to cure as is reasonably necessary, provided that the Developer has commenced such cure 
within such 30-day period and continues to diligently prosecute the same to completion. 
 

4. The Developer shall complete the Project within six (6) months from the date of this 
Agreement. The project shall be deemed to be complete when the renovations to the building 
are complete and the Developer has submitted sufficient proof of its TIF eligible project costs 
to the City and the City has approved the same. Any costs submitted after this deadline will 
not be eligible for reimbursement. 

 
5. Each of the Parties represents that it has taken all actions necessary to authorize its 

representatives to execute this Agreement. 
 

B.  ADOPTION OF TAX INCREMENT FINANCING 
 

The Village has created a Tax Increment Financing District known as “Tolono TIF District 
I” which includes the Developer’s Property. The Village has approved certain Redevelopment Project 
Costs, including the costs for the Developer’s Project. 
 

C.  INCENTIVES 
 

In consideration for the Developer completing the Project as set forth herein, the Village agrees 
to extend to the Developer the following incentives to assist the Developer’s Project: 
 

1. The Village agrees to reimburse the Developer for its TIF eligible project costs incurred for 
the project related to renovations and repairs to the commercial building, up to a total amount 
not to exceed Nine Thousand Eight Hundred Dollars ($9,800.00). Said reimbursements 
shall be paid from the Tolono TIF District I Special Tax Allocation Fund upon timely 
completion of the renovations and receipt by the Village of paid invoices and receipts and 
sufficient proof of payment for such renovation costs. 

 
2. The reimbursement set forth in Section C(1) above shall be subject to inspection by the Village 

upon completion of the Project as set forth in Section A(4) above. 
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3. The Developer agrees to provide any information to the Village upon request by the Village 
regarding the number of jobs created and/or retained by the Project as may be required by 
the Act and by the Illinois Comptroller. 
 

D.  LIMITATION OF INCENTIVES TO DEVELOPER 
 

1. In no event shall the maximum cumulative reimbursements for the Developer’s TIF Eligible 
Project Costs pursuant to Section C above exceed Nine Thousand Eight Hundred Dollars 
($9,800.00) as set forth herein.   

 
2. The Developer agrees to complete the project, subject to Force Majeure, as defined below. 

 
E.  VERIFICATION OF TAX INCREMENT 

 
1. It shall be the sole responsibility of the Developer or its designee to provide to the Village, as 

requested in writing, copies of all PAID real estate tax bills, annually, for the Property.  
 

2. The failure of Developer to provide any information required herein after written notice from 
the Village, and the continued failure to provide such information within (30) days after such 
notice, shall be considered a breach of this Agreement. 
 

F.  LIMITED OBLIGATION 
 

The Village’s obligation hereunder to pay the Developer for Eligible Project Costs is a limited 
obligation to be paid solely from the Special Account. Said obligation does not now and shall never 
constitute an indebtedness of the Village within the meaning of any State of Illinois constitutional or 
statutory provision and shall not constitute or give rise to a pecuniary liability of the Village or a charge 
or lien against any Village fund or require the Village to utilize its taxing authority to fulfill the terms 
of this Agreement. 
 

G.  LIMITED LIABILITY OF VILLAGE TO OTHERS 
FOR DEVELOPER'S EXPENSES 

 
There shall be no obligation by the Village to make any payments to any person other than 

the Developer, nor shall the Village be obligated to make direct payments to any other contractor, 
subcontractor, mechanic or materialman providing services or materials to the Developer for the 
Developer’s Project. 
 

H.  DEFAULT; CURE; REMEDIES 
 

In the event of a default under this Redevelopment Agreement by any party hereto (the 
“Defaulting Party”), which default is not cured within the cure period provided for below, then the 
other Party (the “Non-defaulting Party”), may have an action for damages, or, in the event damages 
would not fairly compensate the Non-defaulting Parties for the Defaulting Party’s breach of this 
Redevelopment Agreement, the Non-defaulting Party shall have such other equity rights and remedies 
as are available to them at law or in equity. Any damages payable by the Village hereunder shall be 
limited to the real estate tax increment payable to the Developer under the terms of this Agreement. 
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In the event a Defaulting Party shall fail to perform a monetary covenant which it is required 

to perform under this Redevelopment Agreement, it shall not be deemed to be in default under this 
Redevelopment Agreement unless it shall have failed to perform such monetary covenant within thirty 
(30) days of its receipt of a notice from a Non-defaulting Party specifying that it has failed to perform 
such monetary covenant. In the event a Defaulting Party fails to perform any nonmonetary covenant 
as and when it is required to under this Redevelopment Agreement, it shall not be deemed to be in 
default if it shall have cured such default within thirty (30) days of its receipt of a notice from a Non-
defaulting Party specifying the nature of the default, provided, however, with respect to those 
nonmonetary defaults which are not capable of being cured within such thirty (30) day period, it shall 
not be deemed to be in default if it commences curing within such thirty (30) day period, and thereafter 
diligently and continuously prosecutes the cure of such default until the same has been cured. 
  

I.  TIME; FORCE MAJEURE 
 

For this Agreement, time is of the essence. The Developer agrees to complete this Project 
within six (6) months from the date of execution of this Agreement.  Failure to do so shall be cause 
for the Village to declare the Developer in default and unilaterally terminate this Agreement.  However, 
the Developer and the Village shall not be deemed in default with respect to any obligations of this 
Agreement on its part to be performed if the Developer or Village fails to timely perform the same 
and such failure is due in whole, or in part, to any strike, lock-out, labor trouble (whether legal or 
illegal), civil disorder, inability to procure materials, weather conditions wet soil conditions, failure or 
interruptions of power, restrictive governmental laws and regulations, condemnation, riots, 
insurrections, war, fuel shortages, accidents, casualties, Acts of God, or any other cause beyond the 
reasonable control of Developer or the Village. 
  

J. ASSIGNMENT 
 

The rights and obligations of the Developer under this Agreement shall not be assignable.   
 

K.  WAIVER 
 

Any party to this Agreement may elect to waive any remedy it may enjoy hereunder, provided 
that no such waiver shall be deemed to exist unless the party waiving such right of remedy does so in 
writing. No such waiver shall obligate such party to waive any right of remedy hereunder or shall be 
deemed to constitute a waiver of other rights and remedies provided said party pursuant to this 
Agreement. 

 
L.  SEVERABILITY 

 
If any section, subsection, term or provision of this Agreement or the application thereof to 

any party or circumstance shall, to any extent, be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of said 
section, subsection, term or provision of this Agreement or the application of same to parties or 
circumstances other than those to which it is held invalid or unenforceable, shall not be affected 
thereby. 
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M.  NOTICES 
 

All notices, demands, requests, consents, approvals or other instruments required or permitted 
by this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be executed by the party or an officer, agent or attorney 
of the party, and shall be deemed to have  been effective as of the date of actual delivery, if delivered 
personally, or as of the third (3rd) day from and including the date of posting, if mailed by registered 
or certified mail, return receipt requested, with postage prepaid addressed as follows:

N. SUCCESSORS IN INTEREST 
 

Subject to the provisions of Section J, above, this Agreement shall be binding upon and inure 
to the benefit of the parties hereto and their respective successors and assigns. 
 

O.  NO JOINT VENTURE, AGENCY, OR PARTNERSHIP CREATED 
 

Neither anything in this Agreement nor any acts of the parties to this Agreement shall be 
construed by the parties or any third person to create the relationship of a partnership, agency, or joint 
venture between or among such parties. 

 
P.  INDEMNIFICATION OF VILLAGE 

 
The Parties acknowledge that the current position of the Illinois Department of Labor is that 

the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act is not applicable to TIF incentives that are received by private 
Developers as reimbursement for private TIF Eligible Project Costs. This position of the Department 
of Labor, which is currently under review, is available online. If the Prevailing Wage Act is determined 
by a court of law, or agency with the authority to make such determination, to apply to private TIF 
projects, the Developer shall indemnify and hold harmless the Village, and all Village elected or 
appointed officials, officers, employees, agents, representatives, engineers, consultants and attorneys 
(collectively, the Indemnified Parties), from any and all claims that may be asserted against the 
Indemnified Parties or one or more of them, in connection with the applicability, determination, 
and/or payments made under the Illinois Prevailing Wage Act (820 ILCS 130/0.01 et. seq.), the Illinois 
Procurement Code, and/or any similar State or Federal law or regulation.  In addition, the Developer 
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agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Village for any claim asserted against the Village arising 
from the Developer’s Project and/or this Agreement or any challenge to the eligibility of project costs 
reimbursed to the Developer hereunder.  This obligation to indemnify and hold harmless obligates 
Developer to defend any such claim and/or action, pay any liabilities and/or penalties imposed, and 
pay all defense costs of Village, including but not limited to the reasonable attorney fees of Village. 
 

Q.  ENTIRE AGREEMENT 
 

The terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement supersede all prior oral and written 
understandings and constitute the entire agreement between the Village and the Developer with 
respect to the subject matter hereof. 
 

R.  AMENDMENTS TO THIS AGREEMENT 
 

The Parties hereto may amend this Agreement at any time by their mutual consent which 
amendment must be in writing and executed by the Parties. 

 
S.  TERM OF THE AGREEMENT 

 
Notwithstanding anything contained herein to the contrary, this Agreement shall expire upon 

the first to occur of the Developer receiving all incentives included herein or six (6) months from the 
date of execution of this Agreement.  The Agreement shall expire sooner if the Developer files for 
bankruptcy or otherwise becomes insolvent, the Property becomes the subject of foreclosure 
proceedings, or upon default by the Developer of this Redevelopment Agreement. 

 
T.  OTHER GENERAL PROVISIONS 

 
1. Titles of Paragraphs:  Titles of the several parts, paragraphs, sections or articles of this 

Agreement are inserted for convenience of reference only and shall be disregarded in 
construing or interpreting any provisions hereof. 
 

2. Warranty of Signatories:  The signatories of Developer warrant full authority to both execute 
this Agreement and to bind the entity in which they are signing on behalf of. 
 

3. Counterparts: This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, which when taken together 
shall constitute a single signed original as though all Parties had executed the same page. 

 
4. Choice of Law/Venue:  This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance 

with the laws of the State of Illinois with venue lying in the Circuit Court of Champaign 
County, Illinois.

SHOULD BE CONSULTED PRIOR TO THE EXECUTION OF THIS DOCUMENT.

AN ORDINANCE REPEALING CHAPTER 31.15-31.21 “PLAN COMMISSION”  

& CHAPTER 154.260-154.278 “PLANNING AND ZONING BOARD” 

AND REVISING CHAPTER 31.40-31.49 “PLANNING & ZONING BOARD” 

OF THE VILLAGE OF TOLONO CODE OF ORDINANCES 

 

 

WHEREAS, the Village of Tolono is a duly authorized and functioning non-home rule 

municipality in Champaign County, Illinois; and  

 

WHEREAS, the Village previously enacted a Zoning Ordinance which created a Planning & 

Zoning Board which is currently codified in the Village Code of Ordinances in Chapter 154 as 

well as Chapter 31; and 

 

WHEREAS, prior to recodification which placed the Zoning Ordinance in Chapter 154, the 

Village amended its Zoning Ordinance pursuant to the adoption of Ordinance No. 18-O-11 to 

repeal language providing for a “Plan Commission” since said “Plan Commission” was being 

combined with the “Planning & Zoning Board;” and 

 

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 18-O-11, which combined of the “Plan Commission” and “Planning 

& Zoning Board,” contained language which repealed the section of the Village Code describing 

the “Plan Commission;” and  

 

WHEREAS, the Code section describing “Plan Commission” is still contained in the current 

version of the Village Code of Ordinances in Chapter 31, Sections 31.15-31.21; and  

 

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 2023-O-20 provided for an additional description of said “Planning 

& Zoning Board;” and  

 

WHEREAS, the Planning & Zoning Board met April 8th, 2026, to review the within Ordinance 

amending the Village Zoning Code pursuant to duly published public notice in the News Gazette 

on March 18th, 2026, and recommended adoption of the same; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Village President and Board of Trustees have determined that it is appropriate 

and necessary to reaffirm the repeal of said Sections 31.15-31.21 as is consistent with the 

language of Ordinance No. 18-O-11 and to repeal Sections 154.260-154.278 and revise Section 

31.40-31.49 “Planning & Zoning Board” in order to have one comprehensive description of the 

Planning & Zoning Board.  

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE PRESIDENT AND THE BOARD OF 

TRUSTEES OF THE VILLAGE OF TOLONO, ILLINOIS, AS FOLLOWS:  

 

Section 1. Incorporation Clause. The President and the Board of Trustees of the Village hereby 

find that all of the recitals hereinbefore stated as contained in the preambles to this Ordinance are 



full, true and correct and does hereby, by reference, incorporate them and make them part of this 

Ordinance.  

 

Section 2. Purpose.  

 

The purpose of this Ordinance is to reaffirm Ordinance No. 18-O-11 and adopt the repeal of 

Chapter 31, Sections 31.15-31.21 “Plan Commission” from the current Village of Tolono Code 

of Ordinances and to repeal Sections 154.260-154.278 of Chapter 154 in order to have one 

comprehensive description, revised herein, of the Planning & Zoning Board in Sections 31.40-

31.49 of Chapter 31 of the Village Code of Ordinances.  

 

Section 3. Ordinance Adopted.  

 

Upon the passage and adoption of the within Ordinance, Chapter 31, Sections 31.15-31.21 

describing the “Plan Commission,” and Chapter 154, Sections 154.260-278 are hereby repealed. 

Chapter 31 Sections 31.40-31.49 “Planning & Zoning Board” are hereby revised to read, in their 

entirety, as follows:  

 

“Planning & Zoning Board 

31.40 Composition.  

(A) A Planning & Zoning Board shall consist of seven members appointed by the Village Board 

to serve respectively for the following terms:  

 (1) One for one year;  

 (2) Two for two years;  

 (3) Two for three years;  

 (4) Two for four years;  

(B) The successor of each member shall be appointed to serve for a term of four years.  

(C) The Village Board may revoke the appointment at any time.  

31.41 Organization.  

(A) One member of the Planning & Zoning Board shall be designated by the Village Board 

President as Chair or up to two members may be appointed as Co-Chair shall hold office as 

Chair until his/her/their successor(s) is appointed.  

(B) The Planning & Zoning Board may select or appoint such other officers as it deems 

necessary, including the appointment of a Secretary which need not be a member of the Planning 

& Zoning Board.  

(C) Vacancies upon said Board shall be filled for the unexpired term of the member whose place 

has become vacant in the manner herein provided for the appointment of such member.  



31.42 Meetings.  

The Planning & Zoning Board shall meet at such times as it may by majority vote determine 

upon as regular meeting dates; or any time upon call by the Chairperson thereof or by any four 

members thereof.  

31.43 Records.  

The Planning & Zoning Board shall keep written records of its proceedings which shall be filed 

with the Village Clerk and open to inspection by the Board of Trustees at all times.  

31.44 Compensation.  

The Planning & Zoning Board members shall be paid $25 for each meeting they are in 

attendance.  

31.45 Authority.  

(A) The Planning and Zoning Board shall have the powers and duties designated by 65 ILCS 

5/11-12-4 through 5/11-12-12, as more particularly specified in this section. These references 

related to the planning portion of the combined Planning Commission and Zoning Board of 

Appeals. 

(B) In additions, as to the zoning powers and duties of the combined plan commission and 

zoning board of appeals, they are to be found in 65 ILCS 5/11-13-1 through 5/11-13-20, 5/11-15-

1 and 5/11-15.1-1 through 5/11—15.1-5.  

31.46 General.  

The Planning & Zoning Board shall have the following powers and duties:  

(A) To prepare and recommend to the Village Board of Trustees a comprehensive plan, as may 

be amended from time to time, of public improvements, looking to the present and future 

development and growth of the Village. Such a plan, after adoption by the Village Board of 

Trustees shall include reasonable requirements in reference to streets, alley and public grounds 

within the corporate limits and in contiguous territory not more than one and one-half (1 ½) 

outside of the corporate limits and not included in any municipality, (extraterritorial jurisdiction), 

said requirements to be effective whenever such lands shall be subdivided after the adoption of 

such plan.  

(B) To prepare and recommend to the Village Board of Trustees from time to time, such changes 

in the plan or any part thereof as may be deemed necessary by the Village Board of Trustees. 

(C) To prepare and recommend to the Village Board of Trustees from time to time, plans and/or 

recommendations for specific improvements in pursuance of the comprehensive plan.  



(D) To give aid to the officials of the Village charged with the direction of projects for 

improvements embraced within the comprehensive plan, to further the making of such 

improvements and generally promote the realization of the comprehensive plan.  

(E) To arrange and conduct any form of publicity relative to its activities for the general purpose 

of public understanding.  

(F) To cooperate with municipal or regional planning commissions and other agencies or groups 

to further the local planning program and to assure harmonious and integrated planning for the 

area.  

(G) To exercise such powers germane to the powers granted under authority of an act of the 

General Assembly of the State of Illinois entitled the Illinois Municipal Code, as may be 

conferred by the Village Board of Trustees.  

31.47 Zoning Duties.  

(A) The Planning & Zoning Board shall meet at the call of the Chair and at such other times as it 

may determine.  

(B) An appeal may be taken to the Planning & Zoning Board by any person, group or 

organization, public or private, affected by a decision by the Building Inspector. Such appeal 

shall be taken within 45 days by filing with the Building Inspector and with the Planning & 

Zoning Board a notice of appeal specifying the ground thereof. An appeal shall stay all 

proceedings in furtherance of the action appealed from unless the Building Inspector certifies to 

the Planning & Zoning Board after the notice of appeal has been filed with him that by reason of 

facts stated in the certificate a stay would, in his opinion, cause imminent peril to life or property, 

in which case the proceedings shall not be stayed otherwise than by a restraining order, which 

may be granted by the Planning & Zoning Board or by a court of record on application, on notice 

to the Building Inspector and on due cause shown.  

(C) Notice of time and place of any hearing date shall be published at least once, not more than 

30 days nor less than 15 days before such hearing, in a newspaper in general circulation within 

the Village and to any affected property owners affected by the matter before the Planning & 

Zoning Board within 250 feet of the subject property. The notice shall give the date, time, and 

place of the hearing and contain a brief description of the variation.  

31.48 Powers.  

(A) The Planning & Zoning Board shall have all the powers and duties prescribed by law and by 

this ordinance, which are more particularly specified as follows:  

(1) Interpretation/Appeals. Upon appeal from a decision, order, requirement, or 

determination by the Building Inspector or other administrative official, to decide any 

question involving the interpretation of any provision of this Ordinance, including 



determination of the exact location or any district boundary if there is uncertainty with 

respect thereto. 

(2) Variances. To vary or adapt, subject to the following provisions, the strict application 

of any of the requirements of this Ordinance in the case of exceptionally irregular, 

narrow, or shallow lots or other exceptional physical conditions, whereby such strict 

application would result in practical difficulty or unnecessary hardship that would deprive 

the owner of the reasonable use of the land or building involved, but in no other case.  

(a) No variance in the strict application of any provisions of this Ordinance shall 

be granted by the Planning & Zoning Board unless it finds:  

i. That there are special circumstances or conditions, fully described in the 

findings, applying to the land or building for which the variance is sought, 

which circumstances or conditions are peculiar to such land or buildings 

and do not apply generally to land or building in the neighborhood, and 

that said circumstances or conditions are such that the strict application of 

the provisions of this Ordinance would deprive the applicant of the 

reasonable use of such land or building; and  

ii. That, for reasons fully set forth in the findings, the granting of the 

variance is necessary for the reasonable use of the land or building and 

that the variance as granted by the Planning & Zoning Board is the 

minimum variance that will accomplish this purpose; and  

iii. That the granting of the variance will be in harmony with the general 

purpose and intent of this Ordinance, and will not be injurious to the 

neighborhood or otherwise detrimental to the public welfare or in conflict 

with the General Plan. In granting any variance, the Planning & Zoning 

Board shall prescribe any conditions that it deems to be necessary or 

desirable.  

(b) All matters specifically referred to it by this Ordinance, statute, or the Village 

Board of Trustees. 

(B) Minor Variances. The following shall be classified as a MINOR VARIATION  

(1)   The following shall be classified as a MINOR VARIATION: 

           (a)   A reduction of up to 25% of the minimum required lot width or lot area. 

           (b)   A reduction of up to 50% of the minimum required side or rear yard. 

           (c)   A reduction of up to 25% of the minimum required front yard. 



          (d)   A reduction of up to 25% of the total number of required off-street 

 parking spaces. 

(e)   An alternative landscape that would reduce the amount of required plant 

material or reduce the area of landscaping by 25%. 

(f)   A reduction of up to 100% of the required side yard for fire escapes or ramps 

or handicap accessibility when the building was constructed prior to February 18, 

2020. 

(g)   Allowing parking of a recreational vehicle or watercraft that extends into a 

front yard. 

(2)   MINOR VARIATIONS are classified as those provisions where relaxation of the 

requirements does not represent a significant departure from the overall intent and 

purpose of this chapter. If the applicant can demonstrate the need for such relief, the 

minor variation would have a relatively low impact on the neighborhood. In many cases, 

such as a variation for a fire escape, granting the relief from a specific provision may 

actually result in overall improvement of life safety concerns. 

(C)   Minor variation — finding of fact. 

(1)   Before any variation is granted, the Planning and Zoning Board shall make a favorable 

finding of fact, solely based upon evidence presented at a public hearing conducted by the 

Planning and Zoning Board, that each of the following criteria has been satisfied: 

         (a)   That the variation is consistent with the general purpose and intent of this chapter. 

         (b)   That the variation is necessary for a reasonable use of the property. 

         (c)   That there is a practical difficulty in meeting the requirements of this chapter, that the 

particular physical surroundings, shape, or topographical conditions of the specific property 

involved would bring a particular hardship upon the owner, as distinguished from a mere 

inconvenience, if the strict letter of the regulation were to be carried out. 

         (d)   That the plight of the petitioner is not common, is due to unique circumstances, and 

the proposed variation will not serve as a special privilege, but will alleviate conditions not 

shared by other property in the rest of the village. 

         (e)   1.   That the petitioner did not knowingly or deliberately create the property condition 

causing the practical difficulty from which the petitioner seeks a grant of relief through the 

proposed variation. 

            2.   Some examples of a self-created hardship are: 

               A.    Paying too much for a piece of property and seeking a variation to intensify the 

use to recapture the investment or there is a personal preference for a particular design; 



               B.    Constructing something in violation of this chapter’s regulations and seeking a 

variation to bring it in conformance after the fact; and 

               C.    Selling off a portion of the property and seeking a variation because the lot is now 

too small for the proposed use. 

         (f)   That the proposed variation will not alter the essential character of the locality. 

         (g)   That the proposed variation will not impair an adequate supply of light and air to 

adjacent property; substantially increase congestion in the streets; increase the danger of fire or 

crime, diminish the value of nearby property; nor impair the public health, safety, comfort, 

convenience, or general welfare. 

         (h)   That the proposed variation represents the minimum deviation from established 

standards necessary to accomplish the desired improvement. 

         (i)   That the property in question cannot yield a reasonable return if permitted to be used 

only under the conditions allowed by the regulations governing the district in which it is located. 

         (j)   That the conditions upon which the petition for variation is based would not be 

applicable generally to other property within the same zoning classifications. 

      (2)   Since the minor variation is intended to have a relatively low impact on the surrounding 

area, the findings of fact that need to be met are not as stringent as they are for a major variation. 

Generally, the applicant must demonstrate that there is some practical difficulty and no 

reasonable alternative to comply with the regulation. The applicant must present evidence to this 

effect per the application requirements established previously. Other findings insure that 

neighborhood, health, safety, welfare, and other concerns are being met. 

(D)   Minor variations — decisions. 

      (1)   The Planning and Zoning Board shall take action on the variation request within 30 days 

after the close of the public hearing. The Planning and Zoning Board may require such 

conditions and restrictions upon the premises to be benefitted by a variation as may be necessary 

to comply with the standards set forth in this subchapter to reduce or minimize the injurious 

effect of such variation upon other property in the neighborhood, and to implement the general 

purpose and intent of this chapter. Failure to maintain such conditions or restrictions as may have 

been imposed shall constitute grounds for revocation of such variations. 

      (2)   This section allows the Planning and Zoning Board to impose conditions on variations to 

ensure that the proposal does not negatively impact surrounding properties. Some common 

conditions that could be imposed are requirements for landscaping around parking areas, 

construction specifications, hours of operation, location of parking spaces or drives, and other 

similar requirements. 



      (3)   The Planning and Zoning Board shall have the authority to take the following actions 

regarding the request for minor variations as defined herein: 

         (a)   Grant all or a portion of the minor variation being requested. 

         (b)   Prescribe appropriate conditions and safeguards to ensure that the variation is carried 

out consistent with the purpose of this chapter. 

         (c)   Deny the request for a variation. 

      (4)   The Planning and Zoning Board shall grant the minor variation only upon a favorable 

finding of fact that each of the criteria specified in each section have been satisfied. A concurring 

vote of four members shall be necessary to approve each finding and grant the variation request. 

Planning and Zoning Board action on a minor variation is the final action. 

(E)   Grant of variation. As part of the approval of the request for a minor variation, the Planning 

and Zoning Board shall complete a written "grant of variation" certificate which shall contain the 

following information: 

      (1)   A legal description and common address of the subject property. 

      (2)   The provision of this chapter that the Planning and Zoning Board is granting relief from 

and a description of the variation being granted. 

      (3)   Findings of fact on each of the criteria required to be met specifying how each finding 

has been satisfied. 

      (4)   The terms of the relief as prescribed by the Planning and Zoning Board, including any 

conditions or safeguards appropriate to the proposal. 

      (5)   The date the grant of variation becomes effective. 

      (6)   Any exhibits containing plans or specifications for the proposed use or variation shall be 

attached to the grant of variation with a statement that the variation is conditioned on the project 

being built in accordance with such plans. 

(E)   Major variation — defined. A MAJOR VARIATION is any grant of relief which has not 

been defined as a minor variation. No variation shall be granted by the Planning and Zoning 

Board which permits a use which is not a permitted use in the district, where the property in 

question is located, or which permits a use which is expressly of implicitly prohibited by the 

terms of this chapter. 

(F)   Major variation — finding of fact. Before any variation shall be granted, the Planning and 

Zoning Board shall make a favorable finding of fact, solely based upon evidence presented at a 

public hearing conducted by the Planning and Zoning Board, that each of the following criteria 

has been satisfied: 



      (1)   That the variation is in harmony with the general purpose and intent of this chapter. 

      (2)   (a)   That the property cannot yield a reasonable return if subject to a strict and literal 

application of the regulations imposed by this chapter. 

         (b)   NO REASONABLE RETURN means there is generally little, if any alternatives to 

develop the property. Without the variation, it is likely that the property cannot be utilized. 

Merely, the likelihood that the property in question may have a greater value if the variation is 

granted shall not satisfy this criteria. 

      (3)   (a)   There is an unusual hardship in meeting the requirements of this chapter. 

         (b)   An unusual hardship is created by conditions that are not common to the remainder of 

the community. Often these conditions are unique to one parcel and could not be anticipated by 

this chapter. Floodplains, irregular lots by creeks or railroad right-of-ways, steep topography, and 

other existing natural features are typical factors that create hardship. 

      (4)   (a)   The plight of the petitioner is due to such unique circumstances that the proposed 

variation will not serve as a special privilege, but will alleviate some condition not shared by 

other property in the same locality and district. 

         (b)   This finding differs from that of the minor variation. The minor variation allows that if 

the condition is not unusual for a particular area, it may be appropriate to grant the variation. The 

standard for "unique circumstances" requires that relatively few if any other property in the 

village share these circumstances. 

      (5)   That the petitioner did not knowingly or deliberately create the unusual hardship from 

which the petitioner seeks a grant of relief through the proposed variation. 

      (6)   The proposed variation will not alter the essential character of the locality. 

      (7)   The proposed variation will not impair an adequate supply of light and air to adjacent 

property, substantially increase congestion in the streets, increase the damage of fire or crime, 

diminish the value of nearby property, nor impair the public health, safety, comfort, convenience, 

or general welfare. 

      (8)   The variation represents the minimum deviation from established standards necessary to 

accomplish the desired improvement. 

(G)   Major variations — decisions. 

      (1)   Zoning Board authority. The Planning and Zoning Board shall take action on the 

variation request within 30 days after the close of the public hearing. The Planning and Zoning 

Board shall take one of the following actions regarding the request for a major variation: 

         (a)   1.   Recommend all or a portion of the major variation being requested. 



            2.   Prescribe appropriate conditions and safeguards to ensure that the variation is carried 

out consistent with the purpose of this chapter. 

            3.   Deny the request for a major variation, and so notify the Village Board of Trustees of 

this action. 

         (b)   Further actions must follow the procedures stated in §§ 154.275 through 154.278. 

         (c)   The Planning and Zoning Board shall recommend a request for a major variation only 

upon a favorable finding of fact that each of the criteria specified for major variations have been 

satisfied. A concurring vote of four members shall be necessary for the Planning and Zoning 

Board to make a recommendation. 

      (2)   Village Board of Trustees authority. Within 30 days of the Planning and Zoning Board 

recommendation to approve a major variation, the Village Board of Trustees shall act to approve 

or disapprove a resolution issuing a grant of variation. Unless extended by mutual agreement, if 

Village Board of Trustees does not act on the resolution to approve the grant of variation, the 

variation is deemed approved. 

(H)   Termination of grant. In the event that a variation is granted for a property, the owner has 

one calendar year to begin work or construction of the property. If construction does not 

commence within that one year, then the grant of variation is terminated. In the event the 

variation is terminated, the owner must reapply for the variation. 

(I) Application for variations; requirements. An application for a variation may be filed by the 

property owner, contract purchaser with the owner’s consent, or the owner’s agent. Each 

application for a variation shall be filed with the Planning & Zoning Board. The application shall 

contain the following information:  

 (1) Name and address of the applicant. 

 (2) Existing zoning classification.  

(3) The provision of this chapter that the applicant is seeking to vary and a description of 

the variation being sought.  

(4) Legal description and common address for each property for which zoning action is 

requested.  

(5) A description of the facts supporting each of the required findings of fact.  

(6) A “drawing” to illustrate the nature of the variation request – the “drawing” may be a 

site plan, building plan, elevation, landscape plan or other type of drawing depending on 

the request.  

(7) Other relevant characteristics about the subject property as indicated on the 

application form.  



(8) Evidence that design option which comply with the provisions of this chapter are not 

feasible.  

(9) Evidence of ownership – applicants for a variation shall submit evidence of their 

interest in the property along with complete disclosure of the legal and equitable 

ownership in any real estate affected by the requested variation. Evidence of ownership 

may include a policy of title insurance, warranty deed, a legally binding contract to 

purchase, or other indication of ownership. If title is in a land trust, in addition to proof of 

ownership, the trustee shall provide certification of the names, addresses, and percentage 

of interest of each beneficial owner. When the petitioner is someone other than the owner, 

a letter of authorization from the legal owner shall accompany the application.  

(J) An applicant seeking a variance for any real estate, which requires a public hearing, shall 

allow the Village to post weatherproof signs, indicating the upcoming hearing for the property, 

which are adequate in size and number to be visible from the adjacent roadways. The Village 

shall post the signs approximately ten days prior to the public hearing. A good faith effort shall 

be made to keep the signs in place until the close of the public hearing, but in no case shall the 

signs remain after ten days from the completion of the final public hearing.  

(1) The required sign shall contain the words “NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING” at the 

top of the sign. The sign shall indicate that a zoning variation is being requested for this 

property, the date, time, and place where the hearing shall be conducted, a statement that 

the public is invited, and the phone number for the Village. 

(2) The Planning & Zoning Board may waive the requirement to post the sign in cases 

involving multiple lots where other measures are being used to notify interested parties. 

Such waiver shall be made a record of the case.  

(3) The Village shall make a good faith effort to comply with the requirements of this 

chapter, however, failure to comply with these requirements shall not invalidate any 

zoning action.  

31.49 Procedures.  

(A) The Planning & Zoning Board shall act in strict accordance with the procedure specified by 

law and by this Ordinance. All appeals and applications made to the Board shall be in writing, on 

forms prescribed by the Planning & Zoning Board. Every appeal or application shall refer to the 

specific provision of the ordinance involved, and shall exactly set forth the interpretation that is 

claimed, the use for which the special use permit is sought, or the details of the variance sought 

to be granted, as the case may be.  

(B) The Planning & Zoning Board shall fix a reasonable time for the hearing of the appeal or 

application and give due notice thereof to the parties and decide the matter within a reasonable 

time. Hearings on and all proceedings of the Board shall be in conformity with Chapter 65 



Section 5/11-13-1, et. Seq., of the ILCS. All hearings shall be open to the public and any party in 

interest may appear in person, or by agent or attorney. The Board Chair or Acting Chair shall 

have the power to administer oaths and shall conduct the meeting. 

(C) Every decision of the Planning & Zoning Board shall be by motion or resolution, which shall 

contain the findings of the Board in the particular case. Each decision shall be filed in the office 

of the Village Clerk by case number under one or the other of the following headings: 

Interpretations or Variances, or Special Use Applications, together with all documents pertaining 

thereto.  

(D) The Planning & Zoning Board shall notify the Village Board of each special use permit 

application with its recommendation and each variance granted under the provisions of this 

Ordinance.  

(E) The concurring vote of four members of the Planning & Zoning Board is necessary to revise 

any order, requirement, decisions, or determination of the Building Inspector, or to decide in 

favor of the applicant any matter upon which it is required to pass, or to effect any variation in 

the Ordinance, or to recommend any variation or modification in the Ordinance to corporate 

authorities.  

(F) The proceedings of the Planning & Zoning Board shall be subject to and in compliance with 

all applicable state laws and other legal principles. If the provisions of this ordinance conflict 

with the state statute, the statute shall prevail.  

(G) To the extent any other Village Ordinance references “Zoning Board of Appeals” or 

“Planning Commission” such references shall be interpreted to mean the Planning & Zoning 

Board created under this Ordinance.” ” 

 

Section 4. State Law Adopted.  

 

All applicable provisions of the Illinois Compiled Statutes, including the Illinois Municipal 

Code, as may be amended from time to time, relating to the purposes of this Ordinance, are 

hereby incorporated herein by reference.  

 

Section 5. Other Actions Authorized.  

 

That the President and Village Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to do all things 

necessary, essential, or convenient to carry out and give effect to the purpose and intent of this 

Ordinance.  

 

Section 6. Headings.  

 

The headings for the articles, sections, paragraphs and sub-paragraphs of this Ordinances are 

inserted solely for the convenience of reference and form no substantive part of this Ordinance 



nor should they be used in any interpretation or construction of any substantive provisions of this 

Ordinance.  

 

Section 7. Severability.  

 

The provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable and should any provision, 

clause, sentence, paragraph, sub-paragraph, section, or part of this Ordinance be determined to be 

in conflict with any law, statute or regulation by a court of competent jurisdiction, said provision 

shall be excluded and deemed inoperative, unenforceable, and as though not provided for herein, 

and all other provisions shall remain unaffected, unimpaired, valid and in full force and effect. It 

is hereby declared to be the legislative intent of the Board of Trustees that this Ordinance would 

have been adopted had not such unconstitutional or invalid provision, clause, paragraph, sub-

paragraph, section, or part thereof had not been included.  

 

Section 8. Superseder and Publication.  

 

All code provisions, ordinances, resolutions and orders, or parts thereof, in conflict herewith, are 

to the extent of such conflict hereby superseded. A full, true and complete copy of this Ordinance 

shall be published in pamphlet form or in a newspaper published and of general circulation 

within the Village as provided by the Illinois Municipal Code, as amended.  

 

Section 9. Effective Date.  

 

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect upon passage and approval, as provided by the 

Illinois Municipal Code, as amended.
